Derbyshire Young Carers have been able to recruit and fund a staff member for 12
months.

The initiative of the Waiting Well Carer Support Worker came about by the increase in
referrals our service has received. The role will offer support to families via triage,
assessments and continuous support whilst waiting for the Young Carer Assessment to
be completed and the case being allocated to our team of support workers. Currently
our highest wait is in the south of the county so the focus will be in this area initially.
